Creative Writing

Course Syllabus
Course Description: Elective (10, 11, 12) 
Prerequisite: English I 
         1 Credit/Semester

This course will allow the student to explore various modes of creative expression including short stories, poetry, and dramas.  The course will be conducted as a writing workshop with individualized instruction.  Students registering for this course should have a high degree of self-motivation and interest in writing. 

*Please keep in mind that if you do not enjoy writing, it is likely that you may not enjoy the class.  

Basic classroom rules:

1. Be in your assigned seat and working quietly when the bell rings.

2. Bring all books and other necessary materials to class.

3. Be quiet when someone else is speaking; you are expected to be kind to those around you.

4. Use language appropriate for the classroom.

5. Take responsibility for yourself and your work.

Student Responsibility:

Each student is responsible for bringing the necessary materials to class each day.  This includes an appropriate writing utensil, appropriate notebooks, and all other assigned materials.  If a student consistently forgets his or her materials, this becomes a disciplinary issue.  Detention may be given, and a parent or guardian may be contacted about the problem.  An assignment book, provided by the school district, must be brought to class each day.

Plagiarism Explanation and Policy

Plagiarism is the practice of taking someone else’s work or ideas and passing them off as one’s own.  If any of the work on a student’s paper is not his or her own and this has not been made clear to the instructor, then that particular student is deliberately defrauding his or her teacher; as a result, the student is guilty of plagiarism.  Students who plagiarize will automatically receive a “0” on the plagiarized work.
