Explore possible ideas for “proposing a solution”  

The key to writing a good problem-solution essay is to think small. In other words, pick a very specific problem (money in politics, for instance) that will lead to goals that are clear and viable. When you pick a topic that readers feel confident that they’ll be able to tackle, you’ll write an essay that just might move them to act.
-brainstorm as a group (topic…question…possible solution)WRITE TOPICS ON CARDS-DO EXAMPLE TOGETHER FIRST
-do some individual searching—consult text

Work on paper

Introduction
Identify the problem in a nutshell. Explain why this is a problem, and mention who should be concerned about it.  The thesis statement usually proposes the solution.
Problem Paragraph(s)
Explain the problem clearly and specifically. Demonstrate that this is not just a personal complaint, but a genuine problem that affects many people.
Solution Paragraph(s)
Offer a concrete solution to the problem, and explain why this is the best one available. You may want to point out why other possible solutions are inferior to yours. If your solution calls for a series of steps or actions to be followed, present these steps in a logical order.
Conclusion
Reemphasize the importance of the problem and the value of your solution.
Research with question in mind and develop initial thesis—to be revised later
